How to Fulfill Skill Area II General Education Requirements at CCSU
 

To fulfill the General Education requirement for Skill Area II (Mathematics) you will need at least 6 credits of course work.

 

One three or four credit course MUST be in mathematics or statistics with a MATH 101 prerequisite.

 

The second course may be in mathematics, statistics, or computer science.

 

MATH 099 and MATH 101 DO NOT count toward this requirement.
 

These are the mathematics and statistics courses that most students use to satisfy the requirement:

            MATH 115 Trigonometry

            MATH 121 Pre Calculus 

            MATH 119 Pre Calculus with Trigonometry (no credit if student has taken MATH 115 or MATH 121)

                        (usually followed by MATH 135 or MATH 152)

            MATH 123 Applied Business Mathematics (for students in the School of Business; usually followed by

                        STAT 200 and STAT 201)

            MATH 124 Applied Calculus with Trigonometry (for Biology majors)

            MATH 125 Applied Calculus

            STAT 104 Elementary Statistics*

            STAT 200 Business Statistics I* (usually followed by STAT 201)

            STAT 215 Statistics for Behavioral Sciences I* (sometimes followed by STAT 216)

            STAT 201 Business Statistics II**

            STAT 216 Statistics for Behavioral Sciences II**

 

* You may not receive credit for more than one of these courses:  STAT 104, 200, 215

If have credit for one STAT course but need another for your major, file a course substitution form.

 

** You may not receive credit for both of these courses STAT 201, 216.

 

For students who place out of MATH 119:

 

MATH 135 Applied Engineering Calculus I (usually followed by MATH 136)

MATH 152 Calculus I (often followed by MATH 221)

 

For students who enter the University with credit for Calculus I:
