* If you took the mathematics portion of the Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT) within the past two years, you may use this score instead of the placement examination.  Please contact the Department if this is the case.
 

Note:  the placement exam will place you in one of four levels:

 

Level 1 MATH 099 (elementary algebra).  This three credit course counts toward your GPA but does not count for graduation.  If you are required to take MATH 099 you must successfully complete the course with a C​- or higher within your first 24 credits earned at CCSU or face academic dismissal.

 

Level 2 MATH 101 (intermediate algebra).  This three credit course counts toward graduation but does NOT fulfill the general education requirement (Skill Area II).  You must earn a C- or higher to take a Level 3 general education course.

 

Level 3  You may take any of the following, MATH 105, 106, 110, 113, 115, 119, 121, 123, 124, 125, STAT 104, 200, or 215, each of which count for general education.  See an advisor to decide what is needed for your major.

 

Level 4.  You may take any Level 3 course or MATH 135 or MATH 152 depending upon the requirements of your major.

 

Courses designated MATH 1xx and MATH 2xx do not generally count toward general education, unless they are approved by the Department of Mathematical Sciences for course substitution.
