Middle School (4 - 8) Mathematics

Test Requirement:

The Praxis II Subject-Knowledge Test #0069 Middle School Mathematics is required for 4 – 8 certification.
Course Work Requirements:

The certification regulations require the completion of a total of 30 semester hours of credit (undergraduate or graduate) in mathematics.  The 30 semester hours MUST include either MATH 125 Applied Calculus or MATH 152  Calculus I.

The four methods classes that are also required for cross endorsement are listed below and can be applied towards the Masters of Science (MS) for Certified Elementary Teachers.

MATH 537  Teaching Geometry and Measurement in the Middle Grades
